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During 2006, nearly 7,000 cases of rabies were reported in wild and domestic animals. Approximately 92 percent of the cases were in wildlife, 
and eight percent were in domestic animals. Reported wild animals include raccoons (37.7 percent), bats (24.4 percent), skunks (21.5 
percent), and foxes (6.2 percent). 1    
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
